Socioeconomic conditions of Muslim Fishermen
Community in Kerala a Case Study of

Vizhinjam Village

Abstract

This article focuses on the social connections and underdevelopment of the
local fishermen in the Vizhinjam hamlet of Trivandrum district in Kerala.
The history of the village of Vizhinjam, its fishermen, and the fishermen
community’s economic and social conditions were the main objects of the
current study. The study of this article aims to comprehend the Muslim
Fishermen’s culture, way of life, and sense of community in the village of
Vizhinjam. The historical, social, and economic backgrounds of fishing
villages are also covered in this study, as well as the Muslim fishermen
themselves. It is concerning that Muslims in India currently lag behind non-
Muslims in terms of development. The objectives of the study are to assess
the socioeconomic situation of coastal people in Vizhinjam Village and to
identify the basis

Introduction

In 1956, Kerala was created from the former princely realms of Travancore
and Cochin, the Malabar district of Madras, and the Kasaragod district of South
Kanara Taluk. A state where Latin Catholics practice artisanal marine fishing in the
southern coastal district and Hindus and Muslims in northern and central coastal
villages resulted from the union of these two regions Due to Kerala’s long history of
trading with Arabs, coastal settlements in the Malabar region are heavily populated
by Muslims. Thus, Islam was peacefully propagated throughout Kerala by the local

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fishermen who served as their hosts throughout their invasion. The community of
fishermen formed marital partnerships with Arabs and Muslims, and eventually,
the majority of them converted to Islam. Arab and European colonizersin Kerala
brought about social and economic changes to coastal life.

The Historical Importance of Vizhinjam

The Vizhinjam region is located in Thiruvananthapuram, the capital of the
Indian state of Kerala. It is located 17 km south of Trivandrum International Airport
and 16 km southwest of the city Centre. Vizhinjam is historically known for ancient
civilizations and a rock-hewn temple. Archaeological digs revealed an ancient port.

Vizhinjam’s history begins with the Aay Dynasty. Between the 7th and 11th
centuries AD, the Aay dynasty, with Vizhinjam as its seat, ruled Kerala before the
Cheras became a significant force there. The Ay kingdom was located between
Nagercoil and Thiruvalla. The Ay dynasty’s monarchs constructed a fort in
Vizhinjam, which is today thought to be Kerala’s oldest fort, when they relocated
their capital there in the eighth or ninth century. The Ay dynasty built a fort in
Vizhinjam, which is today thought to be the earliest fort in Kerala, when the rulers
relocated their capital there in the eighth or ninth century. Famous archaeologists
have conducted excavations that have shown traces of old international marine trade
that thrived between Vizhinjam and the Red Sea Coast during the early Christian
era (Roman period). The association of the port with Balita or Blinca in the Greco-
Roman records would be supported by this. Sherds of the Torpedo Jar and Turquoise
Glazed Pottery kinds were abundant, which further suggested commercial ties to
the Persian Gulf region. Chinese and Thai pottery provided evidence of the East
Asian trading ties.!

The Muslim population of Vizhinjam constitutes the vast majority of the
locality’s population. The villages of Ambalkulam, Vaduvachal, Township Colony,
Harbor, Theatre Junction, and Vizhinjam Junction are located on the coast and are
administered by the Thiruvananthapuram district Municipality/Corporation body.
The majority of the population in this region is from the minority community, and
they primarily work in Gulf nations as fishermen, entrepreneurs, and laborers.
The majority of the residents of this region are members of minorities, and they
primarily work as fishermen, entrepreneurs, and laborers in Gulf nations. Based
on religion, the village is geographically separated into three sections. It indicates
that they are residing with a community of followers of their religion. The district’s
coastline parts are uniformly separated into sections for the most part. They are
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adhering to a life cycle program that states that the men obtain education and work
in Gulf nations. People in coastal areas do not place a lot of value on their children’s
higher education. The education of the Muslim community in Vizhinjam village has
been hidden by the rise in Gulf migrants from this area.

Fishermen community in Kerala

In terms of generating cash and jobs, fishing is a significant industry in the
majority of both developed and developing nations. Because they come from many
castes and have varied geographical, social, cultural, economic, and traditional
frameworks depending on the coast where they live, fishing communities in India
are not homogeneous. Kerala has the richest fishing grounds in the region, according
to assessments of the prospective fishery resources of the west coast, notably in
southwest beaches. About 20% of the nation’s marine fish production comes from
Kerala. However, when compared to the overall population, the economic situation
of the state’s fishermen is appalling. This is evident from their employment patterns
and other factors. The decline in fish stocks is a significant factor in fishermen’s
sluggishness. They are struggling to make ends meet and are also heavily indebted
to their daily lives. The majority of the fishermen’s settlements along the coast are
made up of religious people. Due to the harsh climate, the restriction on trolling,
and other causes, the fishermen’s community is phasing out the issue of low income.
In Kerala, the socioeconomic situation of the fishing community is poor. Due to
fishing being a seasonal sport, they are gradually phasing out the issue of restricted
income.

The district-wise population of the fishing community in Kerala

Kerala Marine Fisheries Census Report:2010, the population of the fishing
community in each district is shown in the data. The majority of people in the
fishing communities of Malappuram, Alappuzha, Kozhikode, and Trivandrum
are Muslims. More Christian and Muslim fishing communities can be found in
the districts of Thiruvananthapuram, Kollam, and Alappuzha. Hindu fishermen
predominate in Ernakulam and Thrissur. Because religious principles and rituals
have such a strong cultural influence on these communities, each one has its way of
life and culture.’

Family structure of the community

One of the most significant social institutions is the family. It is one of the social
interaction units inside a developing institution that contributes to pattern changes
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through time, such as the shift from the Extended family (koottuKudumbam) to the
nuclear(anukudumbam) system."The Extended family system (koottukudumbam)
was used in fishing settlements throughout the state, but in 2000residents began to
choose the nuclear family structure.”

During a conversation with Imam Suleiman of Vizhinjam He stated that
fishermen in Vizhinjam use both joint and nuclear (Koottukudumbamé& Anu
kudumbam) methods, but there are still many families living in one house, which is
mostly due to a lack of a place to stay, or faith, their property is not distributed, or
poverty, and there are also those who live in one family for about three generations
and rely solely on the sea for income. According to Grama Sabha reports, there
are three to four families per house in coastal wards. Furthermore, the impact of
Gulf income would have a significant impact on other construction sectors in the
Vizhinjam Grama panchayath area. All of the men in the fishing community work
on small boats (veppu/ thoni/ vallam). Along with this, a small sum of money is
given to the other members of the family and this is called (Chaya kash). The rest
of the money is held by the eldest member of the family who is fully responsible for
thefamily. They skip breakfast and head to work in the morning. By midday, they
would purchase fish and begin cooking, and the family would wait to eat till then.
In one pot, the entire family cooks together. Tapioca is the primary food in their
breakfast. Breakfast and dinner will be prepared separately in one kitchen (Basheer,
2020). Due to poverty, the guardians do not prepare them for further education;
especially the girls are kept at home for some time and married off at the age of 18.
The women and children of the family help the fishermen in drying and folding the
nets, drying the fish, and taking them to the market for sale."

Living Conditions of Muslim Fisher Folk

The Muslim fishermen community in Vizhinjam also has a very solid
organizational structure with class distinction and social cohesion. The Mosque
makes ethical decisions for the community as the primary place of worship for
these fishermen. The Muslim community holds these prayer leaders in the highest
regard. Additionally, there are Madrasa committees that oversee Islamic education in
schools and the council of elders that makes decisions regarding village operations,
including fishing. Both of these organizations’ members are chosen by the fishing
community.

Meanwhile, estimating the revenue of Muslim fisherman is challenging due to
the volatility of the catch and their lack of revenue from their line of work. Since
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the fishing boats are collectively owned, the fishermen are forced to go in groups to
catch fish. There are 17 traditional trades in the area, and each one employs between
thirty and forty fishermen. Thus, each person, who is typically frugal, receives only
a portion of the total catch. The fisheries department’s figures show that at least 60%
of Kerala’s fishing community is impoverished. A fisherman often earns between
Rs. 50 and Rs. 300 per day.The fishermen of Vizhinjam go fishing only for 6 months
a year because of the low returns and trawling ban."!

Because of the choppy waters and monsoon, the months of June through August
are considered off-season for fishermen. Therefore, they will be unemployed during
this period and forced to spend the thrifty savings they would have amassed while
working. During this half of the year, they work additional part-time jobs to help
maintain their family. In the fishing village of Vizhinjam, the majority of the women
work in related fields including fish sales and fish drying. In times of hardship,
nongovernmental organizations also step in to help the populace.

Fish that was dried and stored will be used during the off-season to meet
personal requirements and generate extra cash. The kids are leaving the traditional
occupation that their ancestors had practiced for years because of the low returns and
unpredictable income. They work in jobs like welding and fabricating Aluminum,
among others one of the primary causes of professional shift is financial difficulty;
the socioeconomic status of Kerala’s fisher folk is among the worst in all of India.
They currently spend 70% of their money on food. However, they are unable to buy
enough calories for everyone in their houses. Since fishing is a seasonal activity,
they must look for supplemental employment, which is not always possible. The
lowest-paid fishermen worldwide are those who practice Islam, and they are from
Kerala.

Present condition and Backwardness of fishermen folk

The fishing industry underwent a complete transformation with the advent of
mechanized boats and sophisticated nets. The problem became more complex with
the recent advent of inboard engines in addition to outboard engines. Traditional,
outboard, and inboard allhave different operating costs. The frequency of fishing
operations with mechanized vessels is dictated by market demand. During a
cruise, the inboard engine uses only 15 liters of diesel per hour, compared to the
outboard engine’s 44 liters of kerosene per hour. The inboard sector also has lower
maintenance costs.

Distinguishing between the mechanized and non-mechanized sectors is
incredibly challenging. Most traditional fishermen have, at the very least, crossed the
threshold towards mechanization. This has become necessary for several reasons.

The absence of fishing along the shore due to overexploitation of the fish
population. It is this that forces fishermen to pursue deep-sea fishing. Fishermen’s
mechanization is either unmatched or inconsistent. Deep-sea fishing is pursued
by trawlers and other large fishing vessels, which encourages regular fishermen
to follow suit. The ubiquitous process of fluctuating “price” Once the fishermen
have returned from a long day at sea, the middlemen set the price of the catch.
Inconsistency between the rising cost of gasoline and the market price of fish.
However, it prevents the traditional fisherman from going back to their previous
way of fishing because doing so could lead to poverty. increased trade union action
in the marketplaces and harbors. In the past, the community members handled
all labor related to fishing, but now the trade union has a claim based on labor
regulations. The poor fisherman’s pocket has eventually been emptied of its money.
People from outside the community of fishermen have been drawn to Kerala’s
growing trade union scene to take up the job in its entirety. Even though fishermen
are members of labor unions, there has been an increasing trend in recent years for
outsiders to take the lead in this industry.

The administration prioritized increasing production to improve foreign
exchange revenues. Since then, decisions have been made based on the strength
of the larger organizations. In the context of heightened competition, traditional
fishermen also pursued mechanization in its broadest sense. However, this has
taken on new dimensions. "

With time, the hostilities between the traveler crews and the kattumaram
(traditional building material used in India) fisherman became more intense. There
are several accounts of traditional fishermen and boat crews battling in the open
ocean. There is a significant risk to the lives and equipment of Kattumaramfishermen
if trawling is done in the same region as them. Furthermore, the catch of traditional
fishermen is impacted by the trawlers’ extremely high catching capability. Trawlers
never followed the law, even though it said that traditional fishermen could only fish
down to a depth of twenty-two kilometers in the sea.

Socio-Economic Issues of Muslim Fishermen Community

Those who make their living primarily from fishing and associated activities
are referred to as fishermen. He is equally superstitious and carefree due to their
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proximity to nature and significant risk to life. The most valuable resource for the
fisherman in Kerala is their vast knowledge of fish behavior, waves, currents, and
stars. From generation to generation, they have carried on the tradition of learning
by doing. Children’s mental abilities are influenced by their family background
through nutrition, prenatal and postnatal care, and the capacity to engage in a long-
term educational process.Attending school means not going fishing. The majority
of fishing skills, especially those involving traditional equipment and craft, must be
learned by experience starting at a young age.As a result, attending school causes
some people to leave their traditional vocation, and it also increases the dropout rate
among fishermen. mostly due to factors like overcrowding, recreational facilities,
health issues, the housing crisis, a lack of funding, media participation, economic
regression, behavioral problems inadequate resources for learning, Political party
influence and the high unemployment rate among educated fishermen children have
a detrimental effect on the advancement of education

Problem of Crowding

The fact that the state’s marine fishing community is concentrated on a small
stretch of coastline is one of the main causes of their poor quality of life and subpar
habitat. Consequently, 222 fishing communities exist, and not a single one of them
is farther than 500 meters from the coast. In certain regions, like Trivandrum and
Quilon, their width is only half a kilometer. This is one of the reasons why the
sea may steal fishermen’s homes and land during the monsoon. Life is perpetually
depressing. That renders the setting inappropriate for learning.

A study by the Central Marine Fisheries Institute (CMFRI) 2021 and the Indian
Council of Agriculture Research (ICAR) indicates that disguised unemployment
affects India’s marine fisheries industry. Simply put, the situation known as
“disguised unemployment” occurs when more people are employed than are truly
needed. High capital expenditure and an increase in motorized and mechanized
fishing vessels are primarily responsible for the economic expansion that has been
observed over time. While fish output in Thiruvananthapuram has been declining
(CAGR: -4.64% since 2016), the number of active marine fishermen has increased
at a rate of 2.5 percent. This has led to a decrease in fish production per capita.
Additionally, throughout these years, the number of migrant fishermen to the capital
from Kanyakumari and surrounding areas haveincreased

Therefore, there is a chance that the port will eventually provide more job
opportunities for the populace. However, the creation of a port alone might not be
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enough to alleviate the current suffering of fishermen, which has worsened as a
result of the pandemic, Nipah, catastrophic floods, and unpredictable weather.®

Health Condition

According to a report on the state of health in Kerala, the state’s coastal
regions had much higher rates of respiratory and skin diseases, diarrheal illnesses,
and hookworm infestations. This is brought on by overpopulation, a lack of waste
disposal facilities, and a shortage of drinking water, all of which naturally provide
the perfect environment for the growth and spread of various illnesses and infections.
A significant issue that is linked to their health concerns is the inadequate facilities
and unsanitary conditions. This will result in consistent absences from studies and
fishing. Traditional fishing settlements in Vizhinjamhave lower rates of school
dropouts and inadequate access to clean drinking water and sanitary facilities than
the average household in the region. The dropping ratio of men to women (from 953
in 2016 to 885 in 2020, Fisheries Statistics 2020) among the fisherfolk of Kerala is
an indicator of gender bias and healthcare issues. This sex ratio trend of fisherfolk
is in contrast to the state-level rise.*

The Housing Problem

The structure of land holding reflects one major effect of crowding. The
majority of Muslim fishermen don’t own a homestead site. They have no little deed
and are living on government-owned land called Purampoke. The primary cause of
their children’s illnesses and lack of education is inadequate home conditions. Their
valuable health and all of their money have been eaten by illness, leaving them in
complete poverty and experiencing socioeconomic immobility.

Recreational Facilities

The majority of fishing villages lack amenities for leisure and enjoyment.
ManyMuslimfishermen squander their time playing cards, going to the races, or
drinking, which is bad for their finances and health. That hurts kids and young
people.

Economic Backwardness

The Muslim fishermen spend the majority of their earnings to buy bread.
He makes some small expenses for housing, clothing, education, and leisure. A
significant sum is allocated to healthcare facilities. The bulk of Kerala’s fishermen
suffer from chronic alcoholism, and associated problems are another factor that
contributes to their low level of schooling.

A 50-year-old (chippi/kakka) clam collector from Kovalam, a seaside village
close to Vizhinjam, is named Prabhaster. For more than 35 years, he has been
harvesting clams in his kattumaram. He launches his boat a few meters out into the
water, comes to a rocky area, and submerges himself for no more than a minute at a
time. The tool he uses to remove the clam shells from the rocks resembles a knife.
He used to make between Rs. 1,000 and Rs. 1,500 every day. Sand now fills all the
rocks from the dredging, and when it gets into the clams, it kills them. He no longer
even makes Rs. 200 a day. He is trying to find another work.®"

Remedy for the Muslim Fishermen community’s backwardness

This study in my opinion Eliminates foreigners’ deep-sea fishing licenses.
Provide fishing fuel through cooperatives. Incorporate fishmongers into the program
for accident insurance Increase the capacity of storage facilities to conserve fish.
The pension for fishermen was raised, and a system was put in place to ensure that
it was paid out correctly. bolster resources for instruction aimed towards Muslim
fishermen in particular Light up the streets for night-time fishing. Give fisherman
licenses. A mechanism for loans to be used to buy work equipment Allow loans
to be obtained for the purchase of work equipment. Make it easier for them to
obtain financing and buy work equipment. Establish centers for self-employment
and Establish co-ops for women fishers.

Conclusion

The Primary concern of this article is to explore the social and cultural history
of the Muslim fishing communityin Vizjinjam Hamlet Kerala. Vizhinjamone of
the fishing hamlets from theTrivandrum districts has been selected as a case for the
study. The paper has elaborated on the history of theMuslim fishing community in
Kerala, their socio-economic conditions,and Their lifestyle during different periods.

The prejudice they encountered from other communities was critically analyzed
in this Article. They were viewed as less valuable than others, although sharing
the same religion. I’ve seen from my work experiences that they continue to face
numerous covert forms of prejudice. They used to get direct orders from others on
how to go about their daily lives, such as keeping a certain distance from others,
making reservations for particular locations in both public and private settings, and
giving them free fish, among other things. However, the nature of discrimination
has now changed. Although they are all interacting with one another and the ban
on public places has been lifted, non-fishing communities are still unwilling to
develop social relationships with them. As a result, some have suggested moving
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to nearby villages to avoid being close to this community. Even while fishing
communities actively participate in various political alliances, they are nevertheless
marginalized from executive positions in some way due to their status as fishermen.
In summary, the history of the Muslim fishing community, which is marginalized
by the mainstream community, was the only subject of this paper.
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Abstract

This research paper investigates the socio-economic status of street traders
in Chalakudy Taluk, Kerala, focusing on demographics, economic conditions,
education, family structures, and business dynamics. The study finds that most
vendors are from Kerala (81%) and male (85%), with the majority having
completed SSLC (86%). The workforce is diverse in age, primarily between
40-70 years. Predominantly, vendors live in nuclear families (93%) and own
their homes (83%). They rely on personal income for children’s education
(87%) and prefer government schools (73%). Asset ownership is limited,
and medical treatment is sought chiefly from government hospitals (66%).
Businesses are diverse, with lottery sales being the most common (46%), but
monthly incomes are generally low, with 45% earning below 310,000 and
60% saving nothing. Private agencies are the primary source of capital (49%),
and sentiments about income vary. Key challenges include lack of space,
poor storage, health issues, and seasonal vulnerabilities. The study suggests
targeted support, financial inclusion, infrastructure development, and policy
reforms to improve livelihoods.

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Introduction

In the bustling streets of cities, street vendors form a vital yet often overlooked
community, significantly contributing to the urban ecosystem. These micro-
entrepreneurs, ranging from food cart operators to sellers of handcrafted wares,
represent the essence of grassroots commerce. In India, street vendors, commonly
known as “hawkers” or “pavement entrepreneurs,” play a crucial role in the
informal economy and cultural mosaic, enriching the environment from the vibrant
Kochi markets to the serene backwaters. Operating in public spaces such as open-
air areas and transport junctions, they sell goods and services and influence trade
and cultural exchange. Despite their visibility, accurately estimating their numbers
remains challenging. Street vendors and market traders in India account for
approximately 4% of urban employment. The low entry barriers, minimal start-up
costs, and flexible working hours attract many to street vending, though succeeding
in this field requires skill due to intense competition for space and customers.

In developing countries like India, the informal sector, including street vending,
absorbs much of the urban unemployed and the growing labour force, offering
income opportunities for marginalized groups and rural migrants. According to the
National Classification of Occupation 1968, street vending encompasses hawkers
and peddlers selling daily essentials such as vegetables and toys. Many of the
population is engaged in street vending, with women constituting a substantial part
of this workforce. The Hindu reported in 2021 that more applicants aged 25-45 are
now seeking street vending opportunities, marking a shift from the pre-pandemic
trend where applicants were typically over 50.

Review of Literature and problem statement

The literature on street vendors highlights a range of socio-economic challenges
faced by this informal sector across different regions. Jayanti et al. (2020) emphasize
the significant hardships female street vendors in Coimbatore endure, including
health issues, wastage, and job insecurity, necessitating government intervention.
Similarly, Prasad and Begari (2018) and Saha (2011) discuss the harassment and
pressure faced by vendors in Telangana and Mumbai due to lack of recognition and
regulation. Kumar and Pillai (2017) identify economic instability, social insecurity,
health issues, and legal unawareness among vendors in Kollam, while Bhowmik
(2007) and Jonathan Anjaria (2006) note an increase in street vendors due to formal
sector job contraction, with minimal protective policies in place. Nirathron (2006)
highlights Bangkok’s migrant street food vendors, who seek better income, attracting
consumers due to affordability. Dimas (2008) and Sharath (2016) discuss the urban
management challenges posed by street vendors, advocating for policy adjustments
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and better planning. In Shivamogga, issues like water supply and gender disparity
are prevalent. Chakraborty (2018) and Kiran (2019) underline the income instability
and lack of support faced by vendors near Tatanagar Rail Station and highlight
the significance of the Street Vendors Bill 2013. In rural Mauritius, Subratty et al.
(2004) note hygiene practice awareness among food vendors but call for better
health education. Tiwari (2000) and Ray and Mishra (2011) describe the natural
market locations of vendors, who are often deemed illegal by authorities, despite
their essential services. Solomon-Ayeh (2011) and Rosales (2012) examine eviction
issues in Ghana and Los Angeles, respectively, stressing the need for inclusive
urban planning. Sharma and Konwar (2014) highlight the specific hardships of
female vendors in Delhi, including harassment and health issues. Studies by Brayan
(2017), Colin (2018), and Martha Chen et al. (2018) emphasize the impact of urban
planning on vendors in China and Ahmedabad. Jha (2018) and Prithvi and Lathia
(2019) advocate for better urban policies to support the informal economy. Research
by Nidan (2010) and Shibulal (2018) underscores the socio-economic constraints
faced by female vendors in Patna and Kerala, respectively. These studies collectively
call for improved regulatory frameworks, support mechanisms, and inclusive urban
planning to enhance the livelihoods and working conditions of street vendors.

In the above scenario, examining the socio-economic status of street vendors
in Chalakudy Taluk is highly relevant as it will provide valuable insights into their
contributions, challenges, and needs, thus enabling the formulation of effective
policies and interventions to support this vital segment of the informal economy.

Objectives of the study

H2: There is no significant difference between sample mean and population
mean of satisfaction level about customers approach towards the job title of street
traders.

H3: There is no education wise difference among street traders towards their
income based satisfaction level of job.

H4: There is no age wise difference among street traders towards Satisfaction
level about customers approach towards the job title of street traders
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Materials and methods

The study, which was conducted in March 2024, included 100 respondents
from various parts of Chalakudy Taluk. It is descriptive and empirical. Data were
collected using a structured interview schedule comprising multiple sections.
These sections included questions on the socio-demographic profile and personal
information such as age, mother tongue, gender, educational qualification, and
income. Additionally, it covered aspects related to customer attendance, staff
employment, customer attitudes towards the vendors, and job satisfaction.

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Table 1 provides the socio-demographic profile of street vendors in Chalakudy
Taluk, reveals a predominantly male workforce (85%), with a significant portion
originating from Kerala (81%) and smaller percentages from Tamil Nadu, Uttar
Pradesh, Assam, and Delhi. The educational background of these vendors shows
that most have completed secondary education (86%), with a small number of
graduates (7%) indicating a basic level of education that could influence their
business operations. The age distribution is diverse, with the majority being middle-
aged (40-55 years, 32%) and older (55-70 years, 29%), while younger vendors
below 25 years and those above 70 are less common. The findings reveal that street
vending is an occupation that attracts individuals across a broad age spectrum,
potentially serving as a long-term career for many.

Family structure analysis indicates that most vendors live in nuclear families
(93%), with family sizes typically ranging from 2-4 members (48%) or 4-8 members
(43%). This reflects modern societal trends or economic factors favouring smaller
family units. In terms of children’s education, a majority of vendors’ children
attend government institutions (73%), though a notable 27% attend private schools,
showing a significant investment in education despite limited economic means.
The socio-demographic data underscores the economic constraints faced by street
vendors in Chalakudy Taluk, who are a locally rooted, moderately educated group
with a strong reliance on government educational resources for their children’s
education.

The economic data in Table 2 provides a comprehensive overview of the
financial situation of street traders in Chalakudy Taluk. A considerable proportion
of street traders earn a modest income. Specifically, 45% of traders have a monthly
income below 210,000, while 31% earn between 10,000 and 220,000. Only a tiny
fraction, 4%, have incomes between 330,000 and 340,000, and a mere 1% earn
above 340,000. Expenditure patterns mirror income levels, with 45% spending
below 310,000 monthly and 33% spending between ¥10,000 and 320,000. However,
11% of traders incur expenses between 330,000 and 340,000, and 6% spend above
340,000, indicating a disparity between income and expenditure for some traders.

Savings among these traders are relatively low, with 60% reporting zero
balance savings. Of those who do save, 31% save below 210,000 monthly, and 7%
save between 310,000 and 320,000. Notably, no traders reported saving between
320,000 and 30,000, while only 2% saved above ¥30,000.A majority of traders
(87%) finance their children’s education from their income, with minimal reliance
on government scholarships (4%) and sponsorships (9%). Regarding dwelling
ownership, 83% own their homes, while 17% live in rented accommodations. Asset
ownership is relatively high, with 70% owning televisions, 64% owning fridges,
and 40% possessing washing machines. Only 4% of traders do not own any home
appliances.

Vehicle ownership among traders is diverse. While 34% do not own any
vehicle, 41% own motorcycles, 15% own cycles, and small percentages own auto
rickshaws (2%) and cars (1%). A few traders own multiple vehicles. For medical
treatment, a significant majority (66%) prefer government hospitals, 23% opt for
private hospitals, and 11% utilize other medical facilities. The types of businesses
operated by street traders are varied, with lottery businesses (46%) and food sellers
(18%) being the most common. Fruits and vegetable trading also constitute 18%,
while 12% are involved in other types of businesses. Savings are predominantly
held in banks (50%), with 30% keeping cash in hand and 20% participating in
chitties.

Most traders (92%) do not employ workers, indicating a high level of self-
employment. A small percentage employ one or two workers. Regarding business
premises or vehicle ownership, 89% own their premises or vehicles used in business
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operations, 8% are in partnerships, and 3% rent their business premises or vehicles.
The primary source of capital for these traders is private agencies (49%), followed
by friends (19%) and banks (17%). Personal savings account for the capital of 15%
of the traders.

Street traders in Chalakudy Taluk experience low to moderate income and
expenditure levels, have limited savings, rely significantly on themselves to finance
education and healthcare, own many assets, and engage in varied business types.
The data indicates a substantial dependence on private agencies for capital and a
significant level of self-employment with minimal hiring of additional employees.

Table 3 shows that smoking is the most prevalent bad habit among the
individuals surveyed, with 40% of them engaging in it. Alcohol consumption
follows, affecting 28% of the respondents. Tobacco use is reported by 16% of
the individuals, indicating a notable but lesser prevalence compared to smoking
and liquor. Interestingly, an equal proportion of the respondents, 16%, reported
having no bad habits, suggesting a segment of the population that abstains from
these activities. The table also shows that a significant % of street vendors in
Chalakudy taluk, 78%, need nearby access to toilet facilities. Conversely, only 22%
of vendors have access to nearby toilets. This finding highlights a substantial lack
of infrastructure support for basic sanitary needs among the vendor community,
posing challenges to their daily operations and personal hygiene.

Table 4 indicates the distribution of how long street vendors in Chalakudy
taluk have been in business. The majority, 57% (27% in the six months to 4 years
category and 30% in the 4 to 10 years category), are relatively newer entrants to the
market. Another significant portion, 33% (18% in the 10 to 20 years category and
15% in the 30 to 40 years category), represents vendors who have been in business
for a considerable period. A smaller proportion, 5% (3% in the 20 to 30 years
category and 2% more than 40 years), have been operating for over two decades,
indicating a minority of long-standing businesses. This distribution reflects diverse
business tenures among street vendors in the taluk.

Table 5 reveals that 55% of street vendors in Chalakudy taluk are generally
satisfied with their income, with 25% being highly satisfied and 30% satisfied.
Meanwhile, 19% of vendors feel neutral about their income levels. However, a
combined total of 26% express dissatisfaction, with 8% being dissatisfied and 18%
highly dissatisfied. The findings indicate a mixed range of satisfaction levels among
the vendors, with a notable portion experiencing income-related discontent.

Table 6 shows that a significant portion of street vendors in Chalakudy taluk feel
positively about how people approach their job title, with 14% being highly satisfied
and 32% satisfied, totalling 46%. Meanwhile, 31% of vendors maintain a neutral
stance on this issue. On the other hand, 23% of vendors express dissatisfaction, with
16% dissatisfied and 7% highly dissatisfied. The findings show that while nearly
half of the vendors are content with the public perception of their job, a notable
minority remains dissatisfied.

The table 7 provides a comprehensive overview of the key challenges
encountered by street vendors in Chalakudy taluk, assessed through both qualitative
responses and mean scores on a five-point scale. The highest mean scores above 3
indicate significant problems for the vendors. Non-availability of space (mean score:
3.81), poor storage facilities (mean score: 3.92), and health issues (mean score: 3.94)
emerge as the most pressing concerns. These issues reflect critical barriers a Table
7 provides a comprehensive overview of the critical challenges encountered by
street vendors in Chalakudy taluk, assessed through qualitative responses and mean
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scores on a five-point scale. The highest mean scores above 3 indicate significant
problems for the vendors. Non-availability of space (mean score: 3.81), poor
storage facilities (mean score: 3.92), and health issues (mean score: 3.94) emerge as
the most pressing concerns. These issues reflect critical barriers affecting vendors’
operational capabilities and overall well-being. Additionally, heavy competition

score: 3.1) shows a somewhat lower average, indicating a mixed perception among
vendors, the overall data highlights a complex landscape of obstacles street vendors
face in Chalakudy taluk.

Table 8 shows the results of normality tests for different variables using the
Kolmogorov-Smirnov and Shapiro-Wilk tests. All variables (Gender, Educational
Status, Income-based level of satisfaction, Age, and Satisfaction level about
customers’ approach) have significant p-values (Sig. = .000), indicating that their
distributions deviate significantly from a normal distribution. Therefore, these
variables are not normally distributed. We apply nonparametric tests for analysis
when the data is not normally distributed.

H,: There is no significant difference between sample mean and population

The table 9 presents the results of a One-Sample Kolmogorov-Smirnov Test
to determine if the sample mean of income-based satisfaction level of street traders
significantly differs from the population mean. The sample size (N) is 100, with
a mean of 3.34 and a standard deviation of 1.249. The test statistic is .198, and
the asymptotic significance (2-tailed) is .000, indicating that the sample data
significantly deviates from the normal distribution. Consequently, we reject the
null hypothesis (HO) and conclude that there is a significant difference between the
sample mean and the population mean of income-based satisfaction level of street
traders.

The table 10 presents the results of a One-Sample Kolmogorov-Smirnov Test,
which examines whether the sample mean for satisfaction with customers’ approach
towards the job title of street traders significantly differs from the population mean.
The sample consists of 100 respondents, with an average satisfaction level of 3.57
and a standard deviation of 1.066. The test statistic is .187, and the asymptotic

significance (2-tailed) is .000, suggesting that the sample distribution significantly
departs from normality.

The table presents the results of an Independent-Samples Kruskal-Wallis Test,
which evaluates whether there are education-wise differences among street traders
regarding their income-based job satisfaction levels. The total sample size (N) is
100, with a test statistic of 5.878 and a degree of freedom (df) of 3. The asymptotic
significance (2-sided test) is .118. Since the p-value (.118) is greater than the
conventional significance level of .05, we fail to reject the null hypothesis (HO).
This indicates that there is no statistically significant difference in income-based job
satisfaction levels among street traders based on their education.

The table summarizes the results of an Independent-Samples Kruskal-Wallis
Test, which assesses whether there are differences among street traders of different
ages in terms of their satisfaction with how customers approach their job titles. The
total sample size is 100, and the test yields a statistic of 4.478 with 4 degrees of
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freedom. The asymptotic significance (2-sided test) is .345. Since the p-value (.345)
exceeds the conventional threshold of .05, we do not reject the null hypothesis (HO).
Therefore, the data does not support a significant age-wise difference in satisfaction
levels regarding customers’ approach to the job title of street traders.

Significant Findings of the Study

1.Socio-Demographic Profile

1.Gender Distribution: The street vending workforce in Chalakudy Taluk is
predominantly male, comprising 85% of the vendors.

2.0rigin: Most vendors (81%) are from Kerala, with smaller groups hailing
from Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, Assam, and Delhi.

3.Education: Most vendors (86%) have completed secondary education, with
only 7% holding a graduate degree. The finding suggests that the vendors’ basic
education level may influence business operations.

4.Age Distribution: The majority of vendors are middle-aged (40-55 years,
32%) or older (55-70 years, 29%), with fewer vendors below 25 or above 70. This
indicates that street vending appeals to a wide age range and can serve as a long-
term career.

5.Family Structure: Most vendors (93%) live in nuclear families, with typical

family sizes of 2-4 members (48%) or 4-8 members (43%). The finding reflects
modern societal trends or economic factors favouring smaller family units.

6.Children’s Education: Most vendors’ children attend government schools
(73%), while 27% attend private schools, indicating a significant educational
investment despite limited economic means.

II.Employment and Business Operations

1.Employment: The vast majority of traders (92%) do not employ workers,
highlighting a high level of self-employment, with only a tiny percentage employing
one or two workers.

2.Premises Ownership: A significant majority (89%) own their business
premises or vehicles, 8% are in partnerships, and 3% rent their business premises
or vehicles.

3.Capital Sources: The primary source of capital is private agencies (49%),
followed by friends (19%), banks (17%), and personal savings (15%).

4.Income and Expenditure: Street traders experience low to moderate income
and expenditure levels, with limited savings and a significant reliance on themselves
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to finance education and healthcare.

II1. Health and Infrastructure

1.Bad Habits: Smoking is the most common bad habit (40%), followed
by alcohol consumption (28%) and tobacco use (16%). Additionally, 16% of
respondents report having no bad habits.

2.Sanitation: A significant portion (78%) need nearby access to toilet facilities,
but only 22% have access, highlighting a substantial lack of infrastructure support
for basic sanitary needs.

IV. Business Tenure

Duration in Business: The majority of vendors (57%) are relatively new to the
market, with 27% in business for six months to four years and 30% for four to ten
years. Another significant portion (33%) have been in business for a considerable
period (10 to 40 years), with a smaller proportion (5%) operating for over two
decades.

V. Income Satisfaction

Satisfaction Levels: Over half of the vendors (55%) are generally satisfied
with their income, with 25% being highly satisfied and 30% satisfied. However,
26% expressed dissatisfaction, with 8% dissatisfied and 18% highly dissatisfied,
indicating mixed satisfaction levels.

VI. Public Perception
Job Title Satisfaction: Nearly half of the vendors (46%) feel positively about
public perception of their job title, with 14% highly satisfied and 32% satisfied.

Meanwhile, 31% are neutral, 23% express dissatisfaction, 16% dissatisfied and 7%
highly dissatisfied.

VII. Challenges Faced

1. Significant Issues: The most pressing concerns include the non-availability
of space (mean score: 3.81), poor storage facilities (mean score: 3.92), and health
issues (mean score: 3.94).

2.0ther Challenges: Heavy competition (mean score: 3.6), an irregular
customer base (mean score: 3.65), and legal formalities (mean score: 3.72) also
score above 3, indicating pervasive challenges in maintaining business stability and
compliance.

3.Investment Concerns: The issue of high investment has a somewhat lower
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average score (3.1), indicating a mixed perception among vendors.

Overall, the study highlights the socio-demographic characteristics,
employment patterns, health and infrastructure needs, business tenure, income
satisfaction, public perception, and challenges street vendors face in Chalakudy
Taluk.

Conclusion:

The comprehensive analysis of street vendors in Chalakudy taluk reveals
several key insights into their demographics, economic conditions, challenges,
and satisfaction levels. Firstly, most vendors are from Kerala, highlighting a strong
regional presence within the informal economy. Gender disparity is stark, with males
dominating the sector, while educational attainment varies widely, predominantly at
lower to middle levels. Age distribution shows a diverse workforce, with significant
representations across different age groups, emphasizing the inclusive nature of
street vending as an occupation.

Income satisfaction among vendors shows a mixed picture, with a notable
portion expressing dissatisfaction despite a majority reporting satisfaction with
their earnings. Age, gender, and educational background significantly influence
how vendors perceive income-based job satisfaction. Older vendors and those with
higher education levels tend to report higher satisfaction, underscoring the role of
these demographic factors in shaping perceptions of job adequacy.

Despite the economic challenges they face, including limited access to
government financial aid and seasonal vulnerabilities due to weather conditions,
street vendors in Chalakudy taluk demonstrate remarkable resilience and ownership
in their business operations. Their reliance on private agencies for capital
underscores the urgent need for improved financial inclusion strategies. Challenges
such as inadequate infrastructure, competition, and regulatory complexities further
impact their operational efficiency and well-being.

Suggestions

Based on the findings, several recommendations can be proposed to enhance
the socio-economic conditions and well-being of street vendors in Chalakudy.
Targeted support programs aimed at female vendors can promote gender equality
by providing skill development, access to credit, and networking opportunities.
Education and skill enhancement programs, including adult education, vocational
training, and financial literacy, can empower vendors with higher skill sets, enhancing
their income-generating capabilities. Investing in infrastructure development, such
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as better storage facilities, sanitation, and designated vending zones, can improve
operational efficiency and working conditions. Facilitating easier access to formal
financial services and microcredit facilities can reduce vendors’ dependence on
private agencies for capital, promoting financial inclusion. Strengthening healthcare
access and promoting health insurance schemes tailored to street vendors’ needs
and social security schemes can provide a safety net against economic uncertainties
and health risks. Policy reforms that streamline regulatory processes and reduce
bureaucratic hurdles can improve compliance and operational efficiency. At the
same time, community engagement and awareness campaigns can enhance the
perception of street vendors and promote social inclusion.

Implementing these suggestions is a crucial step that the local government
officials, policymakers, urban planners, and community leaders in Chalakudy can
take to significantly improve the livelihoods and job satisfaction of street vendors.

In the best-case scenario, employment-related
out migration can result in occupational mobility, a decrease in unemployment, an
increase in construction, and the establishment of new businesses.

As a result of the economic development in the Gulf countries and prize hike
in oil costs, in terms of both numbers and remittances, Malayalee migrants made
up the bulk of Indian migrants today. Malayalee s make up every fourth Indian in
the Gulf. The majority of citizens of Malappuram have resided outside of India.
Following the 1973—1974 oil price boom in the Gulf nations, extensive infrastructure
and economic development projects were planned and launched, including the
expansion of transportation and communication utilities. In addition to highly
qualified technical professionals, these programmers increased the demand for
semiskilled and unskilled personnel as well. Consequently, the primary overflow
has been to the Gulf nations during the past many decades of Indian migrant laborers
and other individuals.’

Large numbers of employment opportunities were established in the Middle
Eastern nations due to the region’s oil-rich areas and a dearth of trained workers
in the industrial sector.

It is believed that today’s
biggest factor influencing international migration is pay disparities.

The survey discovered that migrant families had significantly greater monthly
incomes as compared to non-migrant households. The migrant households spent more
on food, clothes, entertainment, education, social activation, and communication
than other households. Additionally, households increased their expenditures on
durable items, wedding’s function and other celebrations. Another important shift
of migration is the development of vocational education and training for skills in the
labour market as a result of the Gulf possibilities. Unemployed youngsters started
enrolling in courses that helped them gain the skills needed for jobs in west Asia in
order to immigrate to the Gulf. Private organizations developed a variety of vocational
training programmers to educate young people. These include paramedical courses,

Introduction

English Language Teaching has found new arenas in which innovations
in the online teaching areas where the proficiency in language can be built in
students regardless of the classroom adherence. The teaching - learning part was
quintessentially done by using live streaming classes, recorded sessions, doubt
clearance sessions, homeworks and additional writing works.

English Language Teaching is not complete without assessing and evaluating
what has been learned.To evaluate the things that have been taught is the next
priority of e-learning. Computer Based Tests (CBT) are not a practical option for
evaluation as it requires the development of new softwares in which the test should
be conducted. The whole scenario like this points to the need of having a freely
accessible way of teaching and evaluating, which is easily understood even by the
kindergarten kids.

Importance of Assessment and Evaluation in English Language Teaching

According to Huba and Freed (2000) “Assessment is the process of gathering
and discussing information from multiple and diverse sources in order to develop
a deep understanding of what students know and understand and can do with their
knowledge as a result of their educational experiences; the process culminates when
assessment results are used to improve subsequent learning”.

The three important activities in the process of Teaching of English are:

1) Selecting the most appropriate from among the information received;
selecting appropriate information from the prior knowledge stored in memory in
the form of audio and video images; then comparing the new information selected
from among the incoming ones, with those drawn from the prior knowledge and
interpreting. For example when the teacher introduces about the use of nouns and
gives examples of noun words, the children remember how they have seen the said
things or heard the place names. At this stage the child tries to link the newly found
meaning of the noun to the already known words.

i1) Classifying and organizing of the new information takes place in this step.
Children are now being able to classify things under the category of nouns and its
division. They are also able to understand the nouns from their prior knowledge.

1i1) Integrating the new information which has been well organized (i.e. new
knowledge) with already stored knowledge in memory and modifying the 'cognitive
structure' took place in this step. Finally now the child can easily classify any given
words as nouns and understands the grammatical rules related to the same.
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Taking into account the above three steps, this theory is called SOI (Selecting,
Organizing and Integrating).

Evaluation : Teachers need to think about testing and evaluation as an extended
phase of instruction, not as a separate form of instructional process. The evaluation
process includes checking for understanding and misunderstanding during
interactive teaching as well as testing students' understanding at the end of lessons
or units. It also involves evaluating one's own performance and becoming flexible
to work under different circumstances. Evaluation takes into consideration both
quantitative and qualitative changes in the student. In English Language Teaching,
evaluation can determine the effectiveness of instruction, the understanding and
the teaching outcomes. If the student is able to use the language in the proper form,
the teaching - learning process is working properly. For teaching, assessing and
evaluating, Google has many spectacular tools which can be modified as English
Language Teaching tools. Since Google is a very familiar search engine and the
students are accustomed with it, introducing Google platforms as a study tool will
strengthen their enthusiasm. The interface of every Google application is user-
friendly so that even attempting a test through Google will lighten their anxiety
and exam fears.

Google Dictionary

Dictionary has been considered as the most important book to keep with
oneselves if one is trying to learn a language. A dictionary gives the meaning of
words. So a language learner can simply read through a dictionary and enrich
their vocabulary. Google provides its dictionary, for free, which has access to
the dictionary data from Oxford University Press’s Dictionary database. Google
dictionary started as a standalone in 2009 and later merged to the search engine.
While learning English, one needs to be acquainted with difficult words and a
teacher or student can not carry a dictionary all the time. Google dictionary is the
free and most effective option to use.

Google Dictionary in English Language Teaching

e Since it is free of charge, the learner can access it as many times as needed
and is available in mobile phones, tablets and computers with less data
loss.

e [t is available in many languages and if the learner needs to know the
meaning in any desired language, the learners can opt for it. Dictionary can
be accessed with the "define” or just by searching the word.
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e The dictionary covers a lot of areas; numerous definitions will help learners
explore definitions in greater detail. The categories of the word as in noun,
verb, adverb and so on will be mentioned.

ePhonetic transcription of words are also given along with the meaning to
increase the pronunciation skills. The read aloud feature will let the learner
hear the correct pronunciation. The learner has to just tap the speaker icon
to hear the pronunciation.

eTwo options of accent are available in the read aloud feature. British
accent and American accent can be chosen. The voice is loud and clear. It
can be played as many times as one desires.

e Whenever a word is searched, a sentence with the usage of word is also
additionally provided. Similar words are also mentioned so that whenever
needed the learner can have another word with similar meaning which will
also enrich their vocabulary. This will help in finding the correct usage.

e Images related to the word will be provided which will also aid the learner
to cement the knowledge gained by having the visual aid.

The traditional print dictionaries cannot be taken to everywhere due to its
heaviness whereas Google Dictionaries does not have that problem. The Google
Dictionary is updated with every new word regularly. But the updated versions of
print dictionaries take time to include the newly added words and whenever a new
addition is made, the old one will be shelved. Images related to the words are not
included in the traditional dictionaries.

Google Meet

It was launched as a video conferencing app which can add up to 30 participants.
During the corona times, Google altered its version of Google Meet in a way that it
can be used in ways other than corporate streams. Now 100 participants can join in
the meeting and they can share their screen. There is the additional option of screen
recording and the videos can be rewatched. Since then, Google meet is widely used
in teaching students in online mode. Google Meet is one among the effective tools
used in English Language Teaching. To access Google Meet as a regular Google
user, one has to have a Google account. It can be accessible in the app form, which
can be downloaded for free from the Play Store. Web forms of the same app can be
accessed without downloading the app by navigating through the gmail account.
Users can experience high-quality video and audio, and it can even be optimized
for low-bandwidths and dark environments. A traditional classroom can only
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accomodate 50 to 60 students whereas the Google Meet can allow more number
and students who were absent during the live streamings can watch the recorded
versions before attending the next class. The recorded version can be archived for
future uses and can be stored as digital resources.

The classes are safe and the host - the teacher - can prevent unwanted
participants from entering the meeting with safety locks and automatic
blocking of anonymous attendees.

Along with the joining links the teachers can share the topics which will be
discussed in the class, so that the students can get a prior idea about it.

Video Conferencing: Non- Verbal communication is equally important
when it comes to language usage. When the teacher is presenting themselves
just like how they would teach in front of a class, it will immensely help
the students to learn hand gestures, facial expressions, voice modulation
and also eye contact even though no one is there in the eye level.

Screen share option: Teachers can share their screen and show relevant
audios, videos or PowerPoint Presentations required for the lesson.
Teaching while pointing and highlighting the ppts will be highly effective
as it helps in cementing the ideas in the students.

Hand Raise feature: The hand raise icon, will allow the students to notify
the teacher while she is talking or presenting. This feature can be used
as a doubt clearance option. The learner can notify the teacher without
interrupting the class. The teacher can complete the sentence or point they
are making and solve the doubt raised by the student.

Live Chat Option: While talking, the teacher can type the spelling of the
words which are pronounced differently in the chat box. For example words
like Lieutenant, Tsunami and so on. Students can see that and understand
the difference. It can also be used to ask students to give examples of any
particular topic, For Example, the teacher can ask the students to write
down 3 adjectives after teaching adjectives. Since every student will be
typing down at the same time, the teacher can read all those answers and it
1s not time consuming.

Co-Host Option: This option allows the students to present themselves.
Assignments and seminars can be presented by the students. This will also
enhance the students ability to present before an online audience.
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e Live captioning: Live captions are fully automated and allow anyone to
follow it during the session. This will help the slow learners and learners
whose listening capacities are low. The multiple language option can also
be employed so that students can access the content in whichever language
they are comfortable with.

Google Forms in English Language Teaching

Google Forms is an app used to create forms for any data collection
purposes. Anyone with a Google account can use Google Forms to make
surveys,questionnaires or data collection forms. The application is not even
required in the system to avail it, but Google will be providing its web form. The
form is easily accessible and can be shared with anyone by sending the created
link. Data received using the form is collected in a spreadsheet. Google Forms
provide a fast and easy way to create an online survey, in an online spreadsheet
consolidated with responses collected. People answer your questions from almost
any web browser - including mobile Smartphones, Tablets and personal computers.
Any kids with the average knowledge of clicking a link can access the form and
provide their response. Even the parents who have no prior knowledge about the
Google Forms can help their kids to access it.

Google Forms offers a variety of 13 question types to choose from, including
multiple-choice, checkboxes, drop-down, short answers, paragraphs, multiple-
choice grid questions and file upload. Every variety of question types can be
employed in the specific areas of English Teaching. The most fruitful ways of
deploying them will give the expected results from the students. Simple surveys
can be created asking feedback of every class which will also serve as the shorter
version of achievement tests. Customisation option allows one to choose between
a palette of colors, as well as own images as a background and this will help to
diminish student's anxiety about tests.

e Using Google Forms with sections: One useful function in Google Forms
is creating sections. By adding a new section in the form, a new heading
can be added. This helps with the presentability of the examination and
will be user friendly to the students since they can understand each section
differently. For example, questions from reading comprehension, grammar
and vocabulary can be asked with section partitions, without the children
confusing one question with another. If the first section of questions deals
with comprehensive reading, after those sets of questions with a section
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partition thus breaking the many questions to manageable chunks.

Multiple-choice: This question type allows students to select one answer
from a list of options. You can use multiple-choice questions to collect
qualitative data. This allows the teachers to collect a good idea of what
the students understood and how they answer it in a word or two. For
example, questions related to antonyms and synonyms can be asked as
multiple choice questions. When the student is given options, they have to
overcome any confusion related to the words in order to choose the right
one. Questions related to spell check can also be included as a multiple
choice question, where the student can learn and remember the correct
spellings. For college students, phonetic transcriptions, phrasal verbs and
so on can be asked

Short answer: These types of questions are equally useful for school and
college students. Short answer questions allow respondents to provide
a short valid response. Answers can be recorded in 3-5 sentences. The
number of words can be limited to 50-100. For school students they
can answer from any chapter they have learnt. Reading comprehension
questions can be asked in this way, where sentence formation is the basic
skill required to answer them.

Paragraph: Paragraph questions are similar to short answer questions, but
they allow respondents to provide a longer, more detailed response using
more words. This question type is useful for collecting qualitative data.For
college students, these types of questions urges them to use language with
brevity due to the word limit.

Checkboxes: Checkbox questions are similar to multiple-choice questions,
but they allow respondents to select multiple answers at the same time
for the same question. For answering these types of questions one needs
to have clarity about the answers. It's a very useful way of identifying
whether the student has understood the whole idea and can differentiate
similar ideas. For example a group of words can be given and the question
can be to identify noun words. Teachers should be more vigilant while
making such questions foolproof.

File upload: File upload allows a student to upload attachments like
word or PDF documents, images, video files and audio files directly into
the form. For college students, typing long essays will be tiresome and
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typographical errors occur. The typing speed of students may vary and
hence will be time consuming. So to avoid that disparity, long essays can
be written on papers and the pictures or scanned copies of the same can
be uploaded. For school and kindergarten students, the audio file upload
can be employed to increase their reading capacity. Since every student
can't be given the chance of loud reading during the class time due to time
constraints, students can upload the voice recording of them reading the
lessons through Google Forms. Teachers can access it and give necessary
instructions for their betterment. Audio questions can be given to the
college students where the questions should be answered orally, which
will also help to break their inhibitions in conversing in English. They will
feel more confident to talk from the comfort of their houses and later that
will increase their public speaking skills. Uploading short videos of them
speaking will increase their public speaking and postures.

The teacher can set a question paper which will aptly evaluate the concerned
areas. Since Google Forms provide a variety of options, the questions can be
divided into small units and the anxiety of attempting longer duration of exams can
be mitigated. Manual correction or checking of answers are not required because
the collected data from forms are integrated with Google spreadsheets therefore
we can access a spreadsheet view of the collected consolidated data. The workload
of paper correction can be reduced and teachers can straightaway understand the
hardest topic or the topic that needs more attention in the class generally.

Google Word Coach

Google designed the word coach as a game for non-native speakers of the
English language. It has no official app. It will simply appear when one searches
any word in Google. One can search Google Word Coach and access the game. The
game can find fruitful ways in English Language Teaching.

e Any learner who is interested in enriching their vocabulary can play
this game which includes a variety of questions ranging from meaning
understanding, finding synonyms and antonyms and word usage.

e English phrases and idioms are also discussed. Non natives get to know
more about how native speakers use the language.

e Beginning level is very easy and it gets harder with every question.

e Learners will get to know the answers and a consolidation of their
performance in each level. The scores shown will also boost sportsmanship.
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e FEach question has two options and the learner can answer by clicking any
one of them.

e The game asks questions on the topics such as opposite words, similar
words and definitions in English Language.

e Visual identification questions helps the learners with understanding
concepts and words related to particular images and it's usages.

e The questions are repeated again after some days to reaffirm the
understanding.

Conclusion

When a teacher gears their teaching to the actual needs of the learners, the
learners will be far more motivated to learn the language. The learners should not
be spoon fed with answers to the language areas they have learnt at the end of the
lesson. They should be encouraged to think about the learnt ideas and practically
use them in daily life. Modern language teaching pedagogy urges the learners to use
language functionally. One must learn to speak, read, listen and write effectively
and independently. So to test one's understanding of the language, all the language
skill aspects should be kept in mind. Effective learning will only take place if the
learner is intrinsically motivated to learn. Especially learning a new language
requires learner centred approaches while the learner can get acquainted with the
language skills through activities and games. Learning by doing will be the most
effective way of imparting a language to a student. Tools such as Google Dictionary,
Google Meet and Google Forms are going to be the future of language teaching
since it is uncomplicated to handle. All the aspects of language teaching can be
dealt with these free of cost options. Encouraging teachers to conduct tests through
Google Forms will also help them with analyzing the results and finding the needy
areas more effectively too. Since these tools are available in the mobile phones and
tablets, students can access it anytime. English Language Teaching should never be
compromised in bringing up new tools for teaching.
